Innovation Society publish report from NanoRegulation Conference 2009 "No Data, no Market"


The Innovation Society has published a report from its 5th nanoregulation conference, held in Rapperswil on the 25th to 26th of November 2009. The report includes a new model proposed as an approach to the 'No Data, No Market' issue. The "Nano Information Pyramid" provides an information exchange framework to illustrate the recipient-specific information transfer along the value chain. 



House of Lords Science and Technology Committee Report: Nanotechnologies in the Food Sector


The UK's House of Lords Science and Technology Committee today published the findings of their 2009 inquiry into the use of nanotechnologies in the food sector. Based on written and oral evidence collected from a number of stakeholders within the UK and other countries (including from the Institute of Nanotechnology), the report 'Nanotechnologies and Food' recognises some of the potential benefits that nanotechnologies could bring to food production, processing and packaging. While it finds no evidence of nanomaterials in foodstuffs presenting a risk to consumer safety and no known foodstuffs available on the UK market containing nanomaterials, it is critical of the food industry for not publicising its R&D programmes, and the UK Government for failing to adequately fund research in health and safety issues.

The Commission is inviting experts as well as the public at large to give their views on the needs for EU action related to nanotechnologies in the next five years. The consultation is open until 19 February 2010.
