BTSF Risk assessment

Organisation and implementation of training activities on principles and methods of risk assessment in the food chain under the "Better Training for Safer Food".

The main goal of the training programme is to disseminate best practices for the implementation of principles and methods of food chain risk assessment, improving knowledge of this complex area of work and ensuring consistent and high implementation standards across the European Union. The training will be addressed to officials involved in the risk assessment field from Competent Authorities of the Member States, EEA/EFTA countries and EU candidate countries. 

The execution of the tasks will be divided in two separate phases of 24 months each. The activities are focused on the following fields:

     Course 1: Chemical risk assessment; 

     Course 2: Microbiological risk assessment

     Course 3: Pest and plant protection risk assessment; 

     Course 4: Risk assessment in nutrition; 

     Course 5: Risk assessment in biotechnology,

     Course 6: Risk assessment applied to animal health and welfare; 

     Course 7: Environmental risk assessment; 

     Course 8: Evidence collection, management and integration. 

During the first phase, 16 four-day training sessions (two sessions per each of the above courses) will be organised and implemented, and approximately 20 people will attend each training session, with an expected global number of 320 participants for the whole training programme.
The same training programme will be implemented during the second phase of the contract.
